3.1 PCSO Karen Terry attended the meeting to update Members with the Police Report from 7th February – 7th March 2022.  Anti-social behaviour, vehicle crime, burglary and the reduction in crime and anti-social behaviour figures in Staffordshire were discussed.  There are no plans to replace the PCSO for Cheslyn Hay and Great Wyrley who has transferred to another patch.

· Flooding issues in Bridge Avenue, Landywood Lane and Wyrley Brook, a public meeting will take place at both Cheslyn Hay and Great Wyrley Village Halls to update members of the community;

· Requested Members to report pot holes on line in order to get a reference number;

· Requested quarry meeting to discuss the footpath debris on the Wolverhampton Road and requested the County Council to cut back the vegetation.

County Councillor B. Williams reported on the following issues:-

· Staffordshire County Council have tried to keep the Council Tax rate down for residents;

· Still awaiting confirmation from the County Council as to how much DHP funds have been allocated for local Members to spend in Cheslyn Hay, some slurry work will be carried out on pavements;
· A meeting to discuss the situation with Ukraine will be held tomorrow.

Members discussed road damage in Cheslyn Hay, Virgin Media have still not repaired the footpaths from the broadband installation in some places.  Pot holes were reported around Junction 11 (Highways England), New Horse Road, Lodge Lane and around Wardles Lane, Great Wyrley.

Councillors C. Wilkinson and T. M. Boyle discussed the issues with the footpaths in and around the Littlewood Estate, which were breaking up in some places, and the length of time that they have been on the footpath schedule for repair.  Councillor P. L. Appleton reported a trip hazard in Glenthorne Drive.
